Attendance :

We expect all children to attend regularly.  Lessons start at 9.00am with the children being taken in from the yard at 8.55am Therefore we ask all parents to ensure that their child is on the school playground by 8.55am.The register is taken electronically, with information being fed directly into the LA. It is therefore extremely important for all parents to ensure that their child is in school on time, or to notify the school in the case of any absence or late arrival – by 9.15 am please. It is important to remember that parents have a legal responsibility for ensuring that their children attend school.  At St. Padarn's, we expect parents to notify the school via email / the school website, or telephone on the morning that their child is absent. Parents should provide a written absence note when the child returns to school, if an email hasn’t already been sent. Parents should remember that Headteachers have been instructed not to agree to any leave of absence for a child to go on holiday during term-time and mark any such absence as unauthorised.
Discipline and behaviour :

Effective teaching is impossible without proper discipline and our approach is a positive one.  Good behaviour, manners and courtesy will be encouraged and openly acknowledged.  Children need to know what is expected of them and what is an acceptable standard of behaviour.  All the pupils and staff at this school are expected to adhere to our school rules. Parents, for their part are asked to support the school in keeping to our agreement regarding discipline and behaviour.  Parents are welcome to read and to comment on our policies regarding behaviour and anti-bullying. 

At St. Padarn’s School, we believe staff, parents and children are entitled to a safe and protective environment in which to work. Behaviour that will cause alarm or distress to users of the premises is contrary to the aims of the school. Staff, children, parents / carers and visitors are expected to behave with courtesy towards all staff, other parents / carers, the children and other users of the premises. Full copies of our policies are available on the school’s website, and hard copies may be made available on request.   
How and when parents and the school exchange information :

The school distributes regular letters for parents, which impart news, information, notices of meetings and events etc. These letters are sent home either by ‘pupil post’, via e-mail (to parents who have provided e-mail addresses) or both. We will occasionally SMS text message parents to relay important / short notice messages. School news and information can be accessed on our school website on www.stpadarnsschool.weebly.com and on twitter @stpadarnsrcp 
Parents are asked to attend a personal meeting with the class teacher twice a year, in order to discuss the children's progress and targets which have been set.

Parents get an annual written report of progress, which also contains advice designed to enhance progression and development.  Parents should discuss with the teacher how this can best be achieved.

Parents need to tell the school if they are worried about anything that could affect their child's progress in school.  In the first instance, please talk to the class teacher and then the Headteacher if necessary.
Complaints :

We all have a right to have a complaint properly considered, although this does not mean that each complaint will be upheld.  All complaints will be handled sensitively and the school will respond in writing as soon as possible in accordance with our complaints procedure. A full copy of our policy is available on the school’s website, and hard copies may be made available on request. 
Uniform, including PE Kit :

It is important that each child comes to school neat and tidy.  We are proud of our school uniform, which reflects the individuality of our school and offers to all children a common form of dress.  In the interests of Health and Safety we request that no jewellery is worn to school, with the exception of stud earrings. We also request that pupils do not wear perfume, make-up or nail varnish to school as this doesn’t form part of our uniform policy.  
Please ensure that your child attends games, PE, swimming lessons with appropriate equipment / clothing and that they have this with them on the days when these activities take place.  This subject area is part of the statutory curriculum and if your child is unfit to participate, then their class teacher should be furnished with an appropriate note of explanation.

Health Issues :

If a child is receiving medication, please ensure by consultation with your doctor, that he / she is fit to return to school whilst still taking medication.  Legally, schools are not compelled to administer medication to children, because of the risks involved and possible legal consequences.  However, it is the school’s policy, wherever possible, to assist children and parents by administering prescribed medicines in school time, if staff are prepared to do so. Staff will not administer medicines unless they have been prescribed by your GP and you have signed an authorisation form (available from your child’s class teacher / school foyer leaflet box).  
The school does impose certain conditions before it will administer medicine to the children in its care:-

1.  Parents must ensure that all medicines are clearly labelled with the pharmacy’s sticker, marked with the name of the child and date prescribed, the dosage and the times that the medicine should be administered.

2.  Parents must hand the medicine directly to the teacher, Headteacher or Teaching 
     Assistant at the school. The class teacher will only accept responsibility for administering 
     medication, if:

· the parents of the child have signed and returned this Home / School Agreement
· a school authorisation form has been signed  

By signing this agreement, you are also providing consent for :

a)   trained staff to administer basic first aid and 

b)  for a member of staff to give consent for emergency medical treatment to your child if you are 
      unable to be contacted, therefore it is very important that this agreement has been signed and 
      returned to school.
Staff should be notified in writing of any medical conditions which may require particular attention or medication e.g. asthma, diabetes etc.
If your child is suffering from any of the following infections or contagious diseases, please follow the advice listed below and notify the school:    

Head lice infestations are quite common among young children and can cause a great deal of discomfort.  Please check your child's hair regularly and notify the school if there is a problem.  There is no need for any embarrassment, it is a common occurrence and head lice do prefer clean hair.  If there is an outbreak in your child's class, you will be notified by letter.  Please help by ensuring that you act promptly in treating your child, otherwise re-infection will occur again and again.

Personal property :

We would be grateful if parents could ensure that their children do not wear valuable jewellery to school and for reasons of safety, we ask that the only items of jewellery worn are watches and stud earrings.  The school will accept no responsibility for loss or injury caused by the wearing of any other form of jewellery.  Similarly, money should not be brought into school unless required as a payment for lunch or an organised activity and this money should be in an envelope, clearly marked with the child's name and for what it is intended. 
Pupils are not permitted to bring mobile phones to school. In case of emergency or to pass information on to parents, the children are allowed access to the school phone. Toys, games and trading cards etc. are not allowed in school, with the exception of organised ‘swap shops’ or toy day activities.

Rashes & Skin / Recommended period to be kept away from school / Comments��Chickepox�For five days from onset of rash / It is not necessary to wait until spots have healed or crushed.��German measles�Five days from onset of rash / The child is most infectious before the diagnosis is made and most children should be immune due to immunisation so that exclusion after the rash appears will prevent very few cases.� �Impetigo�Until lesions are crusted or healed / Antibiotic treatment by mouth may speed healing. If lesions can reliably be kept covered exclusion may be shortened.��Measles�Five days from onset of rash / Measles is now rare in the UK.��Scarlet Fever�Five days from onset of rash / Treatment recommended for the affected child.��Slapped cheek or Fifth disease (Pavovirus)�None / Exclusion is ineffective as nearly all transmission take place before the child becoming unwell.��Warts & Verrucae�None / Affected children may go swimming but verrucae should be covered
